enough latex to support the demand for 
rubber.

He was trying to invent a rubber tree 
plant! Although the research laboratory 
did deduce that the weed Goldenrod 
was the best producer of latex, it was 
not able to produce rubber from a plant 
on a large enough scale to be economi-
cally feasible or commercially success-
ful. 

     Often when we have a challenge, we 
come up with a solution and an ex-
pected outcome.  However, the out-
come can be beyond any expectation we 
have previously dreamed, and meet our 
needs more efficiently.  For Accredita-
tion Managers, the challenge is to solve 
the problem with the knowledge that 
the solution may be different than ex-
pected.
